Trailboss recommends that bolt torque’s, as listed below, are routinely and regularly inspected and checked for correct 
tension. Replace any worn or defective parts. 
We recommended to remove Tow Ball Mounts (TBM’s, tongues or lugs) when not being used for any considerable length 
of time.  
So as to avoid injury, when not towing it is suggested that the tongue, Pull Pin and R-clip are removed then stored in a 
safe, clean and dry place, away from excessive moisture.

1. Remove 3x Screws inside both Rear Wheel arches. 

 
2. Remove 1x Screw on the underside of both Rear Wheel arches. 

 
3. Remove 2x Scrivets on the rear underside of the Bumper. 

 
4. Pull back internal Boot Trim Panel as shown and remove 2x Nuts on both sides. 

 
5. Remove Rear Lights by firmly pulling backwards. 

 
6. Remove 1x Scrivet & 1x Screw on topside of Bumper behind lights. 

 
7. Remove rear Bumper by unclipping both sides and firmly pulling backwards. 

 
8. Remove both Impact Cones covering Chassis Rail ends by unscrewing 2x Bolts on both sides. 

 
9. Cut the back panel out as shown in Figure 1, using outer panel shape of the chassis rail as a guide template. 

 
10. Drill both the forward and rear most holes shown in Figure 2, out to 13mm (1/2”) - if needed use the washer plate in 

the bolt kit to identify correct holes. 
 

11. Insert Towbar into Chassis Rails and bolt up using 4x M12x70 Bolts, Flat Washers and Washer Plates provided in 
the Bolt Pack.  Remembering to torque the bolts to the correct settings provided at the start of the fitting instructions.

1. In the luggage compartment, remove the floor carpet cover. 
 
2. Remove the rear luggage compartment trim by first removing the two clips and pulling in 

an upwards direction. 
 
3. On the LHS of the luggage compartment, dislodge the luggage compartment trim by first 

removing the clip and pulling towards the centre of the vehicle. 
 

Repeat for the RHS. 
 
4. Disconnect the LHS tail light connectors and patch the trailer patch connectors in 

between. 
 
5. Route the trailer patch along the rear luggage compartment towards the RHS of the 

vehicle. 
 
6. Disconnect the RHS tail light connectors and patch the trailer patch connectors in 

between. 
 

7. Secure the trailer patch ground ring terminal to the sheet metal using a tek screw. 
 
8. Route the trailer patch 8-way connector (1) towards the exiting vehicle grommet (2). 
 

Note: If vehicle grommet is occupied, drill a Ø30mm hole (3) next to it. 
 

                           
 
9. Mount the trailer socket to the tow bar mounting bracket using M4 fasteners (not 

supplied). 
 
10. Route the tail harness (tail length 1800mm) across the tow bar towards the RHS of the 

vehicle and up through the vehicle grommet or the previously drilled hole. 
 
11. Ensure the tail harness grommet is seated correctly and secured in place using a cable 

tie (not supplied). 
 
12. Connect the tail harness 8-way connector to the trailer patch 8-way mating connector. 
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13. Test the trailer harness function using a Light Board or multimeter. 
 
14. Secure all harnesses using cables ties (not supplied). 
 
15. Re-fit all removed parts and secure all fasteners, ensuring there are no squeaks or 

rattles. 
 
16. Place the instructions in the glove box after fitment. 
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
