Trailboss recommends that bolt torque’s, as listed below, are routinely and regularly inspected and checked for correct 
tension. Replace any worn or defective parts. 
We recommended to remove Tow Ball Mounts (TBM’s, tongues or lugs) when not being used for any considerable length 
of time.  
So as to avoid injury, when not towing it is suggested that the tongue, Pull Pin and R-clip are removed then stored in a 
safe, clean and dry place, away from excessive moisture. 
Hitch Pull Pins and spring “R” clips are regularly checked for proper installation. Replace any worn or defective parts.

2. Remove 3 off Screws and 1 off Scrivet from bumper trim under right side of vehicle. 

 
3. Remove 1 off Screw and 1 off Scrivet from bumper trim under left side of vehicle. 

 
4. Remove 2 off Scrivets from bumper trim under rear of vehicle. 
 
5. Unplug tail lights and remove Screw securing tail light in place. Remove tail lights. 
 
6. Unclip and remove Bumper Skin, disconnecting the parking sensor loom. 
 
7. Detach muffler from Exhaust Hanger. 
 
8. Unscrew rear muffler mount and gently lower exhaust. 
 
9. Unscrew 3 off rear exhaust heat shield Clips and lower heat shield away from chassis rail. 
 
10. Remove and discard 3 off Screws from impact beam on LHS of vehicle and 4 off Screws from impact beam on RHS 

of vehicle. Remove and discard impact beam. 
 
11. Install cage Nuts onto side arms in the 4 profiles holes. 
 
12. Place Towbar inside chassis rails. Loosely secure Towbar to side of chassis rail with two M10 x 40 Bolts. Loosely 

secure Towbar to rear panel with two M8 x 25 Set Screws. Repeat for opposing side of vehicle. Tighten all fasteners 
to torque specified on page 1. 

 
13. Make cut through bumper 80mm wide, starting the cut from the LHS of the bumper window.

10.    Apply double sided tape to the ECU (04838) and adhere it to the behind vehicle 

sheet metal on the LHS of the luggage compartment in a suitable location. 
 
Note: Ensure when mounting the ECU the connector is facing downwards. 
 
11.  Connect the trailer patch 12-way connector to the ECU(04838).

tap to the corresponding vehicle wire, then connect the trailer patch terminal (3) to the 
ezy-tap. 

 

                                     
 
15. Mount the trailer socket to the tow bar mounting bracket using M4 fasteners (not 

supplied). 
 
16. Route the tail harness across the tow bar towards the LHS of the vehicle and up 

through the previously drilled out hole. 
 
17. Ensure the tail harness grommet is seated correctly and secure in place using a cable 

tie (not supplied). 
 
18. Connect the tail harness (tail length 1800mm) 8-way connector to the trailer patch 

mating 8-way connector. 
 
19. Test the trailer patch function using a light board or multi meter. 
 
20. Secure all harnesses using cable ties (not supplied). 
 
21. Re-fit all removed parts and secure all fasteners, ensuring there are no squeaks or 

rattles. 
 
22. Place the fitting instructions in the glove box after fitment.
